To climb the social
ladder? To become more self-dependent? This is a wisdom
of sorts, but according to James it is the wisdom of the
world. 
       The wisdom from above is the wisdom we seek. It under-
stands God as the measure of all things. It understands that
the world and its material resources are not all that is. It
understands that beyond us, beyond our human under-
standing is a God of infinite grace and mercy that gives
good things to those who seek God first. This perspective
transforms the believer, not for our sake, but for the sake of
the Kingdom of God and so that we may be in better
communion with our Creator.
       “Consider it pure joy” therefore, “when you face trials of
many kinds,” James says in his opening chapter. The joy
